Two days after Christmas, Mike Kindel, Jr. (Mikey) and I, Donna, (his mom) packed 

up Mikeyôs ñnewò 2006 Jeep Liberty Renegade (his guitar amp wouldnôt fit in a vette!) to 

move him into an apartment in West Hollywood, California.  In order for Mikey to complete 

The Berklee College of Musicôs business curriculum, 

he needed hands-on exposure in the form of an 

internship in the music industry.

Enriched in Corvette history, The 

National Corvette Museum, located at 350 

Corvette Drive in Bowling Green, Kentucky 

houses over 30 Corvettes and a variety of 

memorabilia as well as a café and gift store.  

Upon paying (currently $10/adult) admission 

you enter a ñGatewayò area where there is a 

display representing ñevery generation of 

Corvette.ò  You can test your knowledge with 

interactive quizzes here as well as in the 

ñEnth

usiastò area.  This is basically a holding room 

while you wait for a movie to start.  Once inside 

the ñChevrolet Theaterò an introductory film 

plays continually giving the viewer a brief 

overview of ñProject Opel.ò  The theater empties 

out into a ñNostalgiaò area, setup in part, like a 

street from the 60ôs. The self-guided tour filters 

into other rooms, which explain performance, 

design and engineering.  The ñSkydome and Hall 

of Fameò is where we saw shiny cars assembled 

into two levels around the big red cone that can be seen spiking up from the building as far 

away as the highway.  The ñExhibit Hall,ò housed a few Corvairs, but this display changes 

periodically to highlight other specialty cars. Photography is allowed in the museum, 

however there are restrictions for the plant tour, which was closed when we went.  So if you 

go, check the hours of operation, but donôt rely on their website. The museum is open 7 days 
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a week and there are about 5 days when it is closed.  The plant is not open between 

Christmas and New Years, as we found out, and there are about 3 tour times a day.  We 

stayed in the Holiday Inn, not too far from the Corvette Facility, but there are several 

choices of hotels and eateries in the immediate area. We ate at the Montana Grill. The 

service was excellent and the ñall-you-can-eatò ribs were the best weôve had.  Too bad we 

were just passing through and had to keep on schedule because there seemed to be ample 

things to do to make a nice vacation out of visiting Bowling Green.  Road trip anyone?
